How can your small group be used to lead other to Christ?  (Keep asking 
for the practical real life ideas) 
 
What is the connecting structure of the home group? And how does this 
help fulfill the great commission? Mt 28:18ff 
 (Zone Supervisor to Coaches, Coaches to Home Group Leaders, 
Home Group Leader to Apprentice, Apprentice to some of the members, 
one-on-one discipleship relationships within the group.) ( Take some 
time to talk about discipleship making process that Jesus and, then later, 
the early church modeled for us.). 
 
How does this passage show the early church doing life together? 
What does it mean for us to do life together? 
 
How does God use our home to fulfill the great commission and an 
extension of the kingdom of God?
